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Introduction

The charts in this report were created to provide a background to a discussion of New
York State funding of public education between 1990 and 2006. These charts have two
major concerns. Firstly to examine how public education fared in relation to other State
spending, especially State public health spending.

Secondly, to see how New York State State funded expenditure in general and public
education expenditure in particular varied with the fortunes of the Wall Street financial
industry and the flow of tax revenue from this industry to the State Treasury.

The major data sources for these charts are the Financial Condition reports of the New
York State Office of the State Comptroller for the years 1996, 2002 and 2007, the Fiscal
Profile Reports of the New York State Education Department, 1990 — 2005, New York
State Assembly Ways and Means Committee New York State Economic reports for
March 2003 and February 2008 and stock market data from the website of Wilshire
Associates.

All dollar figures have been adjusted for inflation using the U.S. Bureau of Labor
Statistics New York Metropolitan Region Consumer Price Index for Urban Consumers
and expressed as constant 2006 dollars.

These charts are intended to be included in an analysis of public education in New York
State that | plan to release in the near future.

They are released now to provide a background for the coming debates about the 2009 —
2010 State budget and State school revenue aid.
