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Introduction 

The charts in this report were created as part of an analysis of New York State public 
school finances between 1990 and 2008.  
 
The charts detail school district revenue sources, expenditure and pupil numbers between 
1990 and 2008. Comparisons are made between New York City, large city school 
districts (Buffalo, Rochester, Syracuse and Yonkers) and non-large city school districts 
(all other school districts in New York State). 
 
There are also comparisons using the New York State Education Department 
need/resource classification of school districts. 
 
Comparisons over time are made using four time periods: 1990 – 1997, 1997 – 2001, 
2001 – 2005 and 2005 – 2008. 
 
All dollar figures have been adjusted for inflation using the U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics New York Metropolitan Region Consumer Price Index for Urban Consumers 
and expressed as constant 2006 dollars. 
 
The three data sources used for these charts are the Fiscal Profile reports, the Chapter 655 
reports and the Property Tax Report Cards of the New York State Education Department. 
 
These charts are intended to be included in an analysis of public education in New York 
State that I plan to release in the near future. 
 
They are released now to provide a background for the coming debates about the 2009 – 
2010 State budget and State school revenue aid.
